Dear Parent or Guardian of Later American Studies Student:
Film is one tool we use to teach about various events and issues in Later American Studies (LAS).  That visualization can impact student’s learning in a way that might not otherwise be possible.  To that end, I strongly believe in the value of showing films relevant to the classroom on a limited basis.    There are three full-length movies that I would like to show during this year.  These movies focus on various events throughout our LAS curriculum.  Below, you will find a description of each movie.  

Iron Jawed Angels:  An excellent depiction of the trials and problems experienced by the suffragists attempting to earn the right to vote for American women.  This film is not rated but does contain an intense force-feeding scene that I will show. (There are two other scenes that I will skip).  

Schindler’s List:  This movie shows the life of the Holocaust victims as well as Oskar Schindler who attempts to save them from their terrible fate.  It is rated R for language, some sexuality, and violence.  There are several scenes I will skip that do not necessarily enhance the movie in a school environment.   
Pleasantville:  This movie is a fantasy about 1950s America.  It uses creative symbolism to show the changes in social values that were taking place during that time, including the growing acceptance of the rights of women and African-Americans.  It explores themes of repression vs. free speech.

Short segments of other movies – may show violent war scenes, or riots with fighting.

To help alleviate the amount of paperwork that you will be receiving throughout the year, I am asking you to sign the form below, if you approve of your student seeing these movies.
